CURRICULUM

PROCEDURE  - EDUCATIONAL TRIPS – VISITS (not including Camps)

GUIDELINES:
1)  
Educational trips and visits can be made for a variety of reasons and have the potential to enrich the classroom programme and enhance learning in all curriculum areas providing first hand experiences.

The range of opportunities that exist is inexhaustible and may encompass visits to places of educational interest, curriculum related field trips, or sports trips.

2)  
In planning school trips consideration must be given to the needs of the children and to their financial resources.

3)
All trips outside school must have Principal permission. For all trips the Tikokino School Trip Information Form and Safety Action Plan must be presented to the Principal well in advance of the trip. All RAM’s forms, permission slips and newsletters home need to be stapled together and handed to the office manager for filing at the end of each trip. 
4) 
Definite educational objectives relating to the curriculum and to the school and class programmes must be established.

5)
First  priority should be given to the utilisation of resources in the schools’ local area.

6)
Parents transporting children on school trips must provide a seat belt for each passenger. Parents providing transport will take their own children.

7) 
An adequate adult / pupil ratio (one to four on water, and one to seven on land) should be maintained throughout the trip. 

8)
Written parents permission must be sought for all excursions. The Principal has overall responsibility for all class trips.
