PROCEDURE  - ASSESSMENT

GUIDELINES:
1) All assessment should result in better learning

2) All children should be involved in knowing what they are being assessed on what they need to achieve (Learning Intention), and how they can achieve it (Success Criteria).

3) Ongoing assessment –

· ongoing checklists, anecdotal notes about individuals, groups, day to day recording, etc to be contained in teachers daily planning books or modelling books..

4) Assessment and Evaluation.
· Children’s learning should be assessed against success criteria and learning intentions.
· All children’s progress will be measured against the Tikokino School Expectations  in Reading, Writing and Mathematics.
· Standardised tests will be used to support and inform Overall Teacher Judgements.
5) Personal Education Pathway Folders - 

· These books should reflect the age level of the classroom and in this way actual contents will vary. These books are to be used to inform students, teachers, and parents on how students are achieving and to inform teaching and learning. All books should have:

a) Three way conference forms

b) End of Year Report

c) Samples of students work across a range of curriculum areas.

d) Specific reading, writing and mathematical samples assessed showing progress and next steps for learning.

e) Student Graphs showing progress in reading, writing and numeracy

· All books should be kept until the following April to inform the teaching and learning process and then sent home.

6) Records held at school
· Latest Running Record

· All School Reports – Teacher and Child

· Samples of student work
· Graphs showing individual progression reading, writing and maths.
